21 Feb/Navy seizes P55.7 million smuggled cigarettes /Philippine

RAdm Constancio Arturo Reyes Jr chief of the Western Mindanao 
Naval Command reported the interception of MV Sarhana which was 
carrying 600 master cases of assorted cigarettes valued at P34.68 
million off Marungas Island on 21 Feb 26. Subsequent operations 
also led to the interception of MB Fatimah Darsa near Little Sta. Cruz 
Island which had 336 master cases and 45 reams of smuggled 
cigarettes worth P19.45 million. Additionally an earlier operation on 
14 Feb 26 resulted in the seizure of 25 master cases of smuggled 
cigarettes valued at P1.53 million from MB Aafiya Sheza.

On  23 Feb 26 during a search operation west of Iranativu, 
Kilinochchi, the Navy apprehended 10 individuals and seized 1,232 
illegally harvested sea cucumbers along with 3 dinghies and diving 
equipment.
